HISTORY OF MARMARA UNIVERSITY

armara University is one of the oldest high-

I\/\ er education institutions in Turkey. Its histo-

ry goes back to the establishment of the Hamidiye
Ticaret Mekteb-i Alisi (Hamidiye College of Higher
Commercial Education) in 1883. This institution be-
came officially known as Marmara University in 1982.

By the time it was turned into a university, Mar-
mara University had 10 faculties, 8 institutes and 7
vocational schools and colleges. With its exception-
ally rapid development, today the University has 17
faculties, 11 institutes, 8 vocational schools and col-
leges, 25 centers for research and application and a
hospital. It continues to be one of the most presti-
gious universities in the country, with its leading aca-
demic institutions in science, technology, education,
arts and health. Close to 3,400 academic staff and
more than 77,800 students are making contributions
to Marmara University’s academic activities today in
associate, undergraduate and graduate degree pro-
grams. The University is the most multilingual higher
education institution in Turkey, as it provides edu-
cation in five different languages: Turkish, English,
French, German and Arabic.

Marmara University encourages its students and
provides guidance for them to participate in inter-
national academic activities. It develops, promotes
and coordinates international cooperation through
multiple resources, including the European Union
Education and Youth Programs. The members of

Marmara University enjoy the productive partner-

ships under multiple international programs that
include the Life Long Learning Programme, namely,
the Comenius Programme, the Erasmus Programme,
the Leonardo Da Vinci Programme and the Grundt-
vig Programme.

In addition to education and training, Marmara
University has developed projects in social services
and made major contributions to economic, politi-
cal, cultural and other problems facing the society. It
also promotes and coordinates education programs
that offer services to the public outside of the regu-
lar degree programs.

HISTORY AND MISSION

e core of the Faculty of Theology at Mar-

mara University is the Istanbul Higher Islamic
Institute, which was established by the Ministry of
National Education in 1959. By the law of the Higher
Educational Council in 1982, the Institute was taken
over by the administration of Marmara University
and thus became known as Marmara University, Fac-
ulty of Theology. Since its establishment, the Faculty
has had a distinguished place in the history of Islam-
ic and religious thought in Turkey. The intellectual
sources of the Faculty are rooted in the rich legacy of
the classical Islamic sciences advanced throughout
a long-lasting and multi-cultured Islamic and Turkish
history. The Faculty has played an important role in
the academic teaching of Islamic and religious schol-
arly disciplines by integrating the traditional spirit of
Islamic disciplines with modern developments in
Religious Studies. A focus on traditional Islamic val-
ues paired with the advantages of critical thinking in
religious matters has been and remains a definitive
characteristic of education at the Faculty of Theol-

ogy.

The Faculty is an international centre of educa-
tional excellence, which integrates traditional and
modern intellectual studies on Islam and other re-
ligions of the world. It provides this education by
contextualizing Islamic studies within the broader
field of social sciences and the humanities, and thus
harmoniously blends modern academic disciplines
with traditional scholarly fields. The Faculty provides

a virtually unparalleled opportunity to study Islam
within a living Muslim society with professionals
who are well-versed in both traditional and modern
academic methods. The Faculty aims at bringing
together the rich intellectual resources of Marmara
University's faculty members and students with an
international network of scholars to explore issues of

religion in today's complex, globalizing, and chang-
ing world.

The Faculty enhances intercultural and interreli-
gious understanding and fosters civilizational coop-
eration across religious communities and nations. It
develops an environment, which instils commitment
to life-long learning and a deep sense of social re-
sponsibility. It works towards building a deeper and
broader understanding of the histories and contem-
porary patterns of the world’s religious communities
by exploring the possibilities for incorporating their
insights in the context of modern religious studies.
In light of the increasing prominence of religion in
conflicts globally, the Faculty's mission of promoting
a broad, sympathetic understanding of the world's
religions in cooperation with individuals and insti-
tutions in Turkey and internationally has assumed a
special and compelling urgency.

The Faculty is a pioneering national and interna-
tional institute in the field. Many other theology fac-
ulties in Turkey are full of professors who completed
their undergraduate and graduate education in the
Faculty. Currently, the Faculty provides post-gradu-
ate education to many young academics who will
be teaching at various Turkish higher education in-
stitutes in the future. Likewise, the Faculty supports

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the academic establishment of some international
theology faculties through sending its members of
teaching to set the academic structures and to foster
intellectual cooperation therein. In this context, the
Faculty members teach periodically in the Faculty of
Theology in Osh University (Kyrgyzstan) and in the
Faculty of Theology in Near East University (Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus).
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The Faculty encourages students to develop free
expressions, to respect ideas, to rejoice in discovery
and in critical thought, to pursue excellence in a spir-
it of productive cooperation, and to assume respon-
sibility for the consequences of personal actions.

2. Uluslararasi ilahiyat Programi

Bu program Diyanet Isleri Baskanligimin tesebbu-
style yurt disinda yasayan Turk toplumuna dini, sosyal
ve kulturel hizmetler sunmak Uzere 2007-2008 akade-
mik yilindan itibaren Fakultemizde acilmistir. Programda
derslerin %70 Tlrkge, %30'u ise Arapca verilmekte olup
yeterli derecede Arapga bilgisi olmayan dgrenciler icin
bir yil Arapca hazirlik sinifi duzenlenmektedir. Programin
amaci, yabanci Ulkelerde yasayan Turk dgrencilerin egiti-

3. ilahiyat (ingilizce) Programi

ilahiyat (ingilizce) Programi, Marmara Universitesi'nin
2010-2011 egitim-6gretim yilinda ilahiyat Fakdltesi bin-
yesinde baslattigi bir programdir. Programin amaci Turk
ve uluslararasi égrencilere islami ilimler ve diger dini
bilimlerde nitelikli bir akademik egitim sunmaktir. Prog-
ramda dersler ingilizce verilmekte olup yeterli seviyede
ingilizce bilgisi olmayan égrenciler icin bir yillik hazirlik
sinifi dizenlenmektedir. Dort yillik egitim strecinin ar-
dindan mezunlara lisans diplomasi verilmektedir.

4. ilahiyat (Arapca) Programi

Bu program Marmara Universitesi ilahiyat FakUltesi
bunyesinde 2015-2016 akademik yilinin baslangici itiba-
riyle agilmis bir programdir. Programin amaci Islamt ilim-
ler ve diger dini bilimlerin dgretiminde Islami ana kay-
naklara basvuru kabiliyetinin daha gelismis oldugu bir
ogrenci profili yetistirmektir. Programda dersler Arapga
verilmekte olup yeterli seviyede Arapca bilgisi olmayan
ogrenciler icin bir yillik hazirlik sinifi dizenlenmektedir.
Dort yillik egitim sUrecinin ardindan mezunlara lisans
diplomasi verilmektedir.




UNDERGRADUATE DEGREE
PROGRAMMES (BA)

The Faculty offers four undergraduate degree
programmes: Theology, International Theolo-
gy (International Students), Theology (English), and
Theology (Arabic).

1. Theology

This programme aims at training students who
would like to specialize in religious disciplines. The
courses are conducted in Turkish (70%) and Arabic
(30%), and there is a one-year preparatory Arabic lan-
guage class for students who do not have the required
level in the language. Graduates are expected to have
a comprehensive knowledge of religious studies and
to be able to critically evaluate the Islamic intellectual
heritage. They may enter a wide variety of professions.
They may pursue academic careers or work as teach-
ers of religion and ethics at high schools. They may also
seek employment in religious services under various
governmental and non-governmental institutions.

2. International Theology (International Students)

Marmara University established a new pro-
gramme in 2007 under its Faculty of Theology in
order to open its gates to international students
of Turkish descent. Courses are conducted in Turk-
ish (%70) and Arabic (%30), and there is a one-year
preparatory Arabic language class for students who
do not have the required level in the language. The

programme educates students to provide religious
services for Turks living in foreign countries. Students
are accepted into this program through a meticu-
lous selection process conducted by the Faculty of
Theology in collaboration with the Presidency of
Religious Affairs. Applicants must hold a high school
degree awarded in their countries. Students are fi-
nancially supported throughout their education by
the Turkish Religious Foundation.

3.Theology (English)

Starting in the 2010-2011 academic year, Marma-
ra University established a new programme under
its Faculty of Theology in order to open its gates to
Turkish and international students who seek to gain
a well-grounded academic education in the fields of
Islamic Theology and Religious Studies. The courses
are conducted in the English language, and there
is a one-year preparatory English language class for
students who do not have the required level in the
language. At the end of the fourth academic year,
the students qualify for a BA degree.

4.Theology (Arabic)

This programme was established under Marmara
University Faculty of Theology by the academic year
of 2015-2016 academic year, Marmara University.
The courses are conducted in the Arabic language,
and there is a one-year preparatory Arabic language
class for students who do not have the required level
in the language. At the end of the fourth academic
year, the students qualify for a BA degree.
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Arapca Hazirlik Sinifi

FakUltemiz blnyesindeki ilahiyat, Uluslararasi ilahiyat
ve llahiyat (Arapca) programlarina kayitl égrenciler icin
Arapca hazirlik sinifi bulunmaktadir.

Arapca,
Islam? metinlerin dzellikle de Kur'an-1 Kerim ve hadisle-
rin dili oldugu gibi islam dinyasinin bilimsel ve tarihi
metinlerinin de ortak dili oldugu icin hazirlik programi,
ogrencilerin klasik metinleri okuma ve anlamaya yonelik
ihtiyaclarini karsilayabilecek bir bicimde dtzenlenmistir.
Boylece ogrencilerin geleneksel islami terminoloji ile
asina olmalarinin yani sira, onlarin dinleme, konusma ve
yazma becerilerini gelistirmeleri de saglanmaktadir.

ingilizce Hazirhk Sinifi

Bir yillik yogunlastiriimis Ingilizce hazirlik sinifi, 6gren-
cilerin ortalama Ingilizce bilgisi seviyesinin Ustine ¢ika-
bilmeleri icin dizayn edilmistir. Verilen dil egitimi iletisim
kurabilme ve katilimi yikseltme yontemleriile desteklen-
mektedir. Ogrencilerin konusma ve yazmada kendilerine
olan glvenleri arttikca ileri seviyede akademik ingilizce
dil egitimini basariyla tamamlamalari daha kolay olacak-
tir. Dolayisiyla bu programda 6grenciler akademik Gsluba
ve konusma diline uygun yazi yazmayi 6grenmekte ve
konusma hususunda sunum yapma yetenekleri kazan-
maktadirlar. Boylece 6grencilerin akademik okumalar

yapma ve dinleme yetenekleri gelismekte ve not alma,
taslak ¢ikarma gibi becerileriilerlemektedir. Ayrica 6gren-
ciler yeteneklerini kullanabilecekleri performans odakli
odevler ile de mesgul olmaktadirlar. Bunlar sunum ve ya-
zilr 6devler olabilecedi gibi kaynaklarin degerlendirilmesi
ve internet arastirmalari gibi aktiviteler de olabilmektedir.
Hazirlik programinin sonunda Ilahiyat (ingilizce) 6gren-
cileri bu dilde saglikli ve verimli iletisim kurabilmek icin
gerekli olan yeteneklere haiz olarak mezun olmakta ve
ingilizce ders gdrmeye hazir hale gelmektedirler.

Lisans Diizeyindeki Programlar

Mdfredattaki derslerin cogunlugu zorunlu olmakla
birlikte cok sayida se¢meli ders de programda yer almak-
tadir. Zorunlu derslerde amag; tarih, kaynaklar ve disiplin-
lerin degisik problemleri ile d6grencilerin asina olmasini
temin etmek ve dint meselelerde ¢cok yonlt distnebil-
melerini saglamaktir. Se¢meli dersler, zorunlu derslerin
Uzerine temellendirilmis olup 6grencilerin interdisipliner
calisma yetenegi kazanarak geleneksel Islami disiplinler
ile modern gelismeler arasinda irtibatlar kurabilmelerine
zemin hazirlamaktadir.

Lisans programlarinda ilahiyat alanindaki temel bil-
gilenmeyi kazandiracak olan derslerin “zorunlu dersler”
olarak okutulmasi uygun gortlmasttr. Zorunlu derslerin
icerikleri de teorik olarak tanimlanmistir. Dersin uygulan-
masi sirasinda, ¢grencilere tavsiye edilecek kaynaklar,
yapilacak sunuslar, grup calismalari, ders ddevleri ve se-
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minerler gibi etkinliklerle &égretim zenginlestirilmektedir.
FakUltede, secimi 6grencinin tercihine birakilmis oldukca
genis kapsamli bir secmeli dersler yelpazesi bulunmak-
tadir. Bu dersler, gerek isim gerekse muhteva bakimin-
dan cesitli disiplinler arasi koordinasyonu ve butinliagu
saglayici bir anlayisla, 6grencide dersler arasi bilgi akisini
ve bUtinlugunu gercgeklestirebilecek bir zihniyeti olus-
turacak bicimde planlanmistir. Genellikle projeye dayal
dersler olarak tasarlanan bu secmeli dersler, dgrencilerin
ilgi, istek ve ihtiyaclari dogrultusunda yeni gelisme ve ih-
tiyaclara bagli olarak cogaltilabilecektir.

Bu programlarin icerikleri Kur'an ve Stnneti referans
alan, toplumun ge¢misinden intikal eden kilttrel mira-
sini degerlendirebilen, yasanan hayati yorumlayabilen,

karsilasilan problemlere ¢c6zim Uretebilen, hayat boyu
ogrenme ve kendini gelistirme aliskanhgina sahip olan
kapasiteli ve kaliteli ilahiyatcilar yetistirme hedefine yo-
nelik olarak hazirlanmistir. Bu programlarda yer alan
butun dersler, belirtilen amaci gergeklestirecek muhte-
va zenginligine sahip bir sekilde dizenlenmistir. Anilan
dersler, genellikle meslege yonelik bir icerik tasimakla
beraber, 6grencilere sosyo-ekonomik ve kulttrel sartla-
rin gerektirdigi temel nitelikleri de kazandirmayi amacg-
lamaktadir.

COURSES AT THE FACULTY OF THEOLOGY

Preparatory Class in Arabic

The Faculty offers a preparatory Arabic language
class for the Theology, Theology (Arabic) and In-
ternational Theology programmes. The one-year
preparatory curriculum for the Arabic language
programme is designed to help students develop
their Arabic skills in reading, speaking, listening, and
writing. Since Arabic is the language of the Islamic
religious texts, namely the Qur'an and the hadith,
and the language of most of the scientific and the
historical texts of the pre-modern Islamic world, the
programme specifically focuses on reading and un-
derstanding traditional texts with an emphasis on
solid knowledge of grammar (sarf and nahw). After
the preparatory class courses that are conducted in
the Arabic language give students a chance to famil-
iarize themselves with the terminology of each tra-
ditional Islamic discipline as well as further develop
their listening, speaking, and writing skills.

Preparatory Class in English

The one-year intensive preparatory curriculum
for the English-medium Theology programme is de-
signed to take students above and beyond general
English skills. It does this by first introducing them
to communicative and participatory language in-
struction. As the students develop their confidence
in speaking and writing, Academic English skills are
introduced. Students learn organization and struc-
ture in writing sections and public speaking and
presentation skills in speaking sections. They also

learn academic reading and listening skills, such as
note-taking and outlining. Finally, students engage
in integrated-skills tasks with performance-based
assessment — such as researched presentations
with Power-Point and written components, or web-
quests with independent review of sources. At the
conclusion of the preparatory program, students are
equipped with the necessary skills for productive
engagement in the Theology (English) programme
using English as the sole medium of instruction.

Modules in Undergraduate Degree Programmes

Most of the modules in the curricula of these dif-
ferent programmes are required, but there are many
elective modules to choose from with a wide range
of topics. Required modules are designed to familiar-
ize students with the history, sources, and problems
of various disciplines of Islamic and Religious Studies
and to teach them how to think critically in religious
matters. Elective modules build upon the compul-
sory modules and aim to develop students’ skills in
interdisciplinary studies by integrating traditional Is-
lamic disciplines with modern developments in the
area of Religious Studies.

In addition to the regular required and elective
modules, students must write a graduation thesis on
a topic they choose under the supervision of a facul-
ty member by the end of the eight semester in order
to complete the degree requirements.

Key features of the undergraduate degree pro-
grams are compared in the table below. This is fol-
lowed by tables of the modules offered in each pro-
gramme with their national and ECTS credits.

1. PROGRAMME IN BASIC ISLAMIC STUDIES

This program is one of the oldest programs in the
Faculty. Its well-established fields of research include
the interpretation of the Qur'an, the Hadith, the legal
rules concerning practical life in Islam, the principles
of Islamic belief, the theological and intellectual de-
nominations and sects in Islam, and the mystical di-
mensions of Islam. The comprehensive nature of the
programme’s fields of research instils in students a
critical and scholarly grasp of the classical Islamic disci-
plines. The programme consists of eight departments:
Department of Qur'anic Recitation, Qur‘anic Exegesis,
Hadith, Islamic Jurisprudence, Kalam, History of Islamic
Sects, Sufism, and Arabic Language and Rhetoric.

Department of Qur’anic Recitation

The discipline of Qur'anic recitation aims at equip-
ping the students with the skills to be able to recite
the Qur'an accurately according to tajweed rules and
to ensure that the student gain the skill of memoriz-
ing certain chapters of the Qur'an. Its main research
area is with regards to the various readings of the
Qur'an and its practive within contempoarary society.

Department of Qur’anic Exegesis

The scholarly discipline of Qur'anic exegesis aims
at elucidating the meanings of the Qur'anic verses.
Its main research areas include the stylistic features
of the Qur‘an, the major themes of the Qur'an, the
history of the textualization of the Qur'an, variant
readings of the Qur’an, the history of Qur'anic exege-
sis, the Qur'anic sciences (ulum al-Qur‘an), contem-
porary approaches to the Qur'an, the translation of
the Qur'anic text into other languages, the relevance
of the Semitic languages in the study of the Qur'an,
and Qur‘anic studies in the West. In this context,
Qur'anic exegesis examines the revelation from an
interdisciplinary perspective, making use of Islamic
disciplines like Hadith, History, and the Biography of
the Prophet Muhammad as well as modern sciences
such as Hermeneutics, Semantics, Anthropology, Ar-
chaeology, and Semiotics.

Department of Hadith

The science of Hadith studies the sayings as-
cribed to and reports about the Prophet Muham-
mad, uniformly called hadith, and the historical de-
velopment of their transmission chains (sanad) and
texts (matn). Its main research areas are the source
value and authenticity of hadith and sunnah, their
transmission, recording, collection, and classification,
and the religious, political, and socio-cultural vari-
ables affecting these processes. The Department, at
the undergraduate and graduate level, focuses par-
ticularly on the nature, efficiency, and problems of
the sources of hadith and traditional hadith meth-
odology. Until recently graduate level studies main-
ly focused on the identification and discussion of
classical hadith issues. More recent studies, however,
have centred particularly on the problematic issues
of the field and on searching for new methodologies
in understanding and interpreting the hadith. The

main characteristic of these studies is their emphasis
on how to evaluate the hadith and their history and
literature in a scientific manner and on what kind of
conceptual and theoretical system can be employed
in this evaluation. In this context, the department of
Hadith attaches great importance to interdisciplin-
ary approaches and methods.

Department of Islamic Jurisprudence

Islamic Jurisprudence refers to the study of the
legal rules (ahkam) of Islam concerning practical life.
These rules are based on specific Islamic proofs and
resources. By means of this discipline, one knows
one’s religious rights and responsibilities. The depart-
ment consists of three sub-fields: Islamic Law (figh),
History and Methodology of Islamic Law (usul al-
figh), and Comparative Islamic Law. The department
offers history and methodology courses, as well as
courses on a wide range of Islamic legal topics that
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include Family Law, Obligations Law, Criminal Law,
Inheritance Law, Administration Law, International
Law, and Public Law. Through these courses stu-
dents are exposed to the primary sources of Islamic
Jurisprudence, the prominent schools of figh that
emerged throughout the history of Islamic Jurispru-
dence, the pioneering figures of these schools and
their contributions to Islamic Jurisprudence, and the
general characteristics of these schools. Graduate
level courses focus on authentic, objective, and re-
search-based field studies related to the central is-
sues in Islamic Jurisprudence.

Department of Kalam

The discipline of Kalam focuses on deriving the
theological principles of the Islamic religion outlined
in the Qur'an and defending these principles against
other philosophical and theological world-views.
Kalam analyses the Islamic conception of belief (called
tawhid in the Qur'an) and other central articles of faith
in Islam, including Divinity (uluhiyya), Prophethood
(nubuwwa), and Afterlife (ma‘ad). The Department has
two sub-fields: History of Kalam and Systematic Kalam.
In the former, there are courses on the formative pe-
riod and conditions of the discipline, the main theo-
logical paradigms and principles that have emerged
throughout its history, and the like. Islamic theological
schools (Murji'a, Jabriyya, Mu'tazila, Ashariyya, Matu-
ridiyya, Shi‘a, etc) are investigated from a comparative
perspective. In the latter sub-field, there are courses on
classical theological issues such as divinity, propheth-
ood, afterlife, the human being, morality, and reason
and revelation, as well as contemporary theological
topics such as secularism, atheism, reincarnation, re-
ligion and science, religion and politics, democracy,
human rights, and the environment.

Department of History of Islamic Sects

The department examines various political and
theological understandings of the Islamic religion
and the intellectual manifestations of these un-
derstandings. The department has two sub-fields:
Classical Islamic Sects and Contemporary Islamic
Trends. The former investigates denominational
groups (Khawarij, Shi'a, Mu'tazila, Murjia, Ash‘ari-
yya, Maturidiyya, Druze, Nusayriyya, Yazidiyya, etc.)
that came into existence with certain political and
theological objectives during the classical Islamic
period. The latter examines contemporary national
(Islamism, Alevilik-Bektasilik, Suleymancilik, Nurculuk,
and the Milli Gords Movement) and international
(Qadiani-Ahmadiyya, the Baha'i Faith, Salafiyya, Wah-
habiyya, al-lkhwan al-Muslimun) religious trends. The
department studies the conditions under which
the sects came into existence, the reasons for their
coming into being, and their formative periods, main
ideas, followers, literatures, regions, and contribu-
tions to Islamic intellectual history. By its nature, the
department is widely open to interdisciplinary studly.
Accordingly, depending on the topic under investi-
gation, it cooperates closely with various disciplines
including Islamic History, Kalam, Islamic Jurispru-
dence, Sufism, and Sociology of Religion.

Department of Sufism

The discipline of Sufism refers to the study of
the inner or esoteric dimension of Islam, the ways
of purifying the human soul from this-worldly and
lowly desires and turning it exclusively to the service
of God through the obligatory and supererogatory
acts of worship outlined in the Qur'an and the sun-
nah of the Prophet Muhammad. Sufism teaches the
ways of travelling in the direction of the presence
of God and of cleansing the soul from blamewor-
thy characteristics, as well as how to beautify it with
praiseworthy character traits. The department teach-
es Sufism as an essential part of the Islamic scholarly
tradition, without which one cannot understand the
complete picture of Islamic learning. It offers courses
on the historical origin, development, and content
of Sufism and its religious significance in Islam. It also
provides an education in the central themes and fig-
ures of Sufism, concentrating on the theoretical and
practical aspects of the discipline. As a part of its cur-
riculum, the department focuses on the history of
Sufism in Turkish lands, especially in Anatolia. It offers
courses on the pioneering Turkic figures of Sufism,
including Jalal al-Din Rumi, Yunus Emre, and Haci
Bektas Veli, who served humanity at both the nation-
al and international level through their groundbreak-
ing ideas and works. All these figures offer models of
building a more peaceful and brotherly life based on
love and tolerance. The department places special
importance on interdisciplinary studies throughout
its investigations. In this context, it works in close
collaboration with other intellectual fields, including
Psychology and Sociology.

The Arabic language is considered the back-
bone of Islamic Studies and teaching Arabic has
been emphasized in the Faculty of Theology since
its foundation.

2. PROGRAMME IN PHILOSOPHY AND RELIGIOUS
STUDIES

This programme is one of the oldest and most
well-established programmes in the Faculty. It of-
fers courses on a wide range of intellectual fields,
including the historical development of philosoph-
ical thought, the intellectual trends in Islamic and
Western thought, the interaction between Islamic
and Western thought, the nature of religion, the rela-
tion between reason and revelation, the beginning
of religions and diverse creeds, the manifestations
of religion in social and individual life, the methods
and rules for thinking correctly, and the history of re-
ligious education and its position in contemporary
educational systems. Utilizing the diverse methods
and theories of the various fields of the humanities,




such as philosophy, sociology, logic, psychology,
and education, the programme in Philosophy and
Religious Studies provides its students a unique op-
portunity to analyse the phenomenon of religion
from a comprehensive perspective. The programme
consists of eight main departments: History of Phi-
losophy, Islamic Philosophy, Philosophy of Religion,
Logic, History of Religions, Sociology of Religion, Psy-
chology of Religion, and Religious Education.

Department of History of Philosophy

The department offers courses on systematic
philosophy and the history of philosophy. The cours-
es cover a wide variety of topics, including ontology,
epistemology, metaphysics, and ethics; in this con-
text, they examine the philosophical discussions of
the pioneering figures in the Western and Islamic
philosophical traditions. The department consists
of five sub-fields: Ancient Philosophy, Medieval
Philosophy, Renaissance Philosophy, Early-Modern
Philosophy, and Modern Philosophical Trends. Each
sub-field focuses on specific philosophical topics.
Ancient Philosophy introduces a survey of ancient
Greek philosophy, with an emphasis on Socrates,
Plato, and Aristotle. Topics include ontology, episte-
mology, ethics, politics, and the like. One may find
the seeds and earliest versions of many later philo-
sophical theories within the discussions of the an-
cient Greek philosophers. Medieval Philosophy aims
at articulating topics that include the relationship
between philosophy and religion, the relationship
between reason and revelation, and proofs for the
existence of God. Such topics are examined in the

writings of central philosophical figures of the period
in the West (Anselm, Augustus, Aquinas, etc.), in com-
parison with the discussions of the Medieval Muslim
philosophers (al-Kindi, al-Farabi, lbn Sina, al-Ghaza-
li, Ibn Rushd, etc) on the same topics. Renaissance
Philosophy focuses on the discussions of Coperni-
cus, Galileo, Kepler, and Bacon, while Early-Modern
Philosophy concentrates on the major metaphysical
and epistemological writings of Descartes, Locke,
Hume, Leibniz, and Kant. Topics include the nature
and limits of human knowledge and the relation be-
tween science and philosophy. Modern Philosophi-
cal Trends introduces a survey of the discussions of
the philosophers of the post-Kantian period.

Department of Islamic Philosophy

The term Islamic Philosophy refers to the philo-
sophical thought produced within Islamic culture
and in Muslim lands. It represents a rich and inclu-
sive facet of the Islamic intellectual heritage. A solid
understanding of the nature of Islamic Philosophy is
crucial for analysing the history of Islamic and West-
ern scholarly disciplines. In the Islamic context, Is-
lamic Philosophy is intrinsically related to the other
Islamic sciences, including Kalam, Sufism, and Juris-
prudence, and the discipline’s approach to many
issues developed out of a cross-disciplinary context
shared with other Islamic sciences. All these disci-
plines survey topics such as proofs for the existence

of God and whether humans possess free will. In the
Western context, one may see many philosophical
discussions in the writings of Jewish and Christian
philosophers originally based on the works of Mus-
lim philosophers. For instance, Western philosophers
from the Medieval and Early-Modern periods owe
a great deal of their philosophical discussions to Is-
lamic figures, such as lbn Sina and Ibn Rushd. The
department of Islamic Philosophy offers courses on
almost all philosophical topics, including logic, epis-
temology, ontology, metaphysics, ethics, and poli-
tics. The department consists of three sub-fields: The
History of Islamic Philosophy, The History of Turkish
Thought, and Islamic Ethics.

The Department offers courses to senior under-
graduate level students during their third and fourth
years. In their first and second years, students take
courses on basic Islamic studies (e.g., Qur'anic Exe-
gesis, Hadith, Islamic Jurisprudence, and Kalam) and
on philosophical studies (e.g., Logic, History of Phi-
losophy, and Islamic Philosophy). Then, during their
study of philosophy of religion, they concentrate on
philosophical-theological topics from interdisciplin-
ary and comprehensive perspectives. The depart-

ment introduces central themes, both historical as
well as contemporary, in the philosophy of religion.
Topics include the relation between reason and rev-
elation, arguments for and against the existence of
God, the divine attributes, the relation between God,
man, and the world, the problem of evil, miracles,
morality, the relation between religion and science,
and life and death.

Department of Logic

Logic refers to the human art that teaches the use
of valid reasoning and how to differentiate this from
fallacious argumentation. In this regard, it should be
prioritized above all other human sciences, including
religious sciences, since it is the primary key and tool
to attain correct knowledge in all intellectual fields.
Accordingly, in the classical philosophical tradition,
the classification of sciences follows the following
order: logic, physics, and metaphysics. The depart-
ment offers courses on the history of logic, ranging
from the Ancient Greek and Islamic Philosophical
traditions to Contemporary Western Philosophy. Its
courses cover central logical themes (e.g., syllogistic
logic, modal logic, inductive reasoning, and deduc-
tive reasoning) and historical figures (e.g., Aristotle,
al-Farabi, Ibn Sina, Ibn Rushd, Fakhr al-Din al-Razi, and
Nasir al-Din al-Tusi).

Department of History of Religions

The discipline of History of Religions examines
religions from both historical and comparative per-
spectives, and may accordingly be approached in
two scholarly methods: historical and comparative.
Following the data produced in historical studies,
History of Religions makes use of theories in history
and philology, and analyses the historical develop-
ment of religions with respect to their origins, for-
mations, articles of faith, acts of worship, and ethi-
cal principles. From the perspective of comparative
studies, History of Religions investigates the relations
between religions with respect to their differences,
similarities, and shared characteristics, and makes
comparisons between them in these contexts. The
discipline addresses all religions that have appeared
in the world. The inclusive nature of the field neces-
sitates a systematic collaboration between History
of Religions and other human sciences, especially
History, Phenomenology of Religion, Sociology of
Religion, Psychology of Religion, and Philosophy of
Religion. Philology provides essential support to His-
tory of Religions, because religious scriptures may be
deciphered through philological examination. Histo-
ry of Religions also draws from the fields of Mytholo-
gy, Ethnology, Archaeology, History of Arts, Folklore,
and the like.

Department of Sociology of Religion

Sociology of Religion is the study of the relation
between religion and social structure, and between
social institutions and processes. It examines reli-
gious groups, beliefs, acts of worship, and practic-
es, as well as the chronology of changes observed
in these religious matters under various sociolog-
ical conditions. It also records the characteristics
and directions of these changes. Quantitative and
qualitative studies carried out in the department of
Sociology of Religion shed light on the nature and
development of religious life in Turkey, including its
sociological background in the history of Turkey. So-
ciology of Religion embraces interdisciplinary schol-
arly approaches and cooperates with other human
sciences.

Psychology of Religion examines the nature of
man's religious life from various perspectives and ap-
plies psychological methods to decode his spiritu-
al dimension. The science focuses on decipherable
personal religious behaviours rather than on the
phenomenon of religion itself. In this regard, Psy-
chology of Religion attempts to describe the details,
origins, and uses of religious behaviours. Topic anal-
ysed in this discipline include the relation between
religion and psychological health, religious symbols,
mystical states, religious thought, senses-behaviours
and related factors, the origin of the belief in religion
and God, religious conversion, and types of religious
personalities. Psychology of Religion cooperates
with other sciences, including Sufism, Sociology of
Religion, Developmental Psychology, Social Psychol-
ogy, Clinical Psychology, and the like.

Department of Religious Education

The discipline of Religious Education refers to
the teaching of the history of religious education,
its current situation, as well as its prospective future
development. In the Western university system, the

history of the discipline may be traced back to the
beginning of the twentieth century. In Turkey, Beyza
Bilgin is the pioneering figure who laid the ground
for Religious Education in academia. Her PhD dis-
sertation, Love as the Basis of Education in Islam
(1971), is considered the earliest work in the field.
The department offers courses on various aspects
of religious education, including the scientific nature
of religious education, the bases and goals of reli-
gious education and training, the central concepts
in religious education, the history of religious edu-
cation, contemporary issues in religious education,
and religious education for adults and families. In its
research, Religious Education cooperates with oth-
er scholarly fields: Educational Sciences, Philosophy
of Education, Psychology, Sociology, Islamic History,
Qur'anic Exegesis, Hadith, and the like.

3. PROGRAMMIE IN ISLAMIC HISTORY AND ARTS

The programme in Islamic History and Arts offers
courses on central themes relating to political, so-




cial, cultural, literary, and artistic developments over
the approximately 1,450 years of Islamic history. The
programme addresses a wide range of topics and
accordingly houses four departments under its roof:
the department of Islamic History, the department
of History of Turkish-Islamic Arts, the department
of Turkish-Islamic Literature, and the department
of Turkish Religious Music. The inclusive nature of
the programmme enables students to have compre-
hensive access to the history of the Islamic religion.
They should be able to develop a solid historical and
chronological grasp of the diverse topics of the field,
read archival documents, and attain a systematic un-
derstanding of the various forms of Islamic Arts (po-
etry, music, literature, etc).

Department of Islamic History

The discipline of Islamic History deals with the
history of Muslim societies beginning from the life-
time of the Prophet Muhammad. It also focuses on
the various institutions that have arisen under the
influence of Islam. The discipline addresses each and
every Muslim nation and state that has appeared in
history. It investigates the historical background of
these nations and states, their experiences through-
out history, their institutions, and their historical
significance within the broader framework of Is-
lamic culture and civilization from a social, cultural,
political, and economic perspective. Islamic History
applies an interdisciplinary approach in its research
and utilizes a wide variety of sources, from poetry to
archival materials and from written primary sources
to archaeological remains.

Department of History of Turkish-Islamic Arts

The department of History of Turkish-Islamic Arts
was founded in order to broaden the cultural and
aesthetic aspects of the Faculty of Divinity’'s curric-
ulum and thereby enrich its regular religious educa-
tion.

Department of Turkish-Islamic Literature

The discipline of Turkish-Islamic Literature came
into existence with the Turkish embrace of Islam. It
refers to the literature that the Turks produced under
the influence of the Islamic religion. Starting from Ku-
tadgu Bilig, the earliest extant work in Turkish written
in the 11th century during the Karakhanid dynasty
by Yusuf Khass Hajib of Balasagun, Turkish-Islamic
Literature has generated its own forms of literary
production. Scholars of the field name three main
traditions in this regard: Divan Literature, Folk Litera-
ture, and Tekke Literature. The Divan Literature refers
to a highly symbolic art form inspired by Islam and
produced under the influence of Persian and Arabic
literary forms. The Folk Literature is mainly an oral
tradition reflecting deep religious sensitivity, though
one can also see secular examples in the tradition.
The Tekke Literature came into existence under the
influence of Sufism and is explicitly religious in tone.
The department offers courses on topics including
the relation between religion and literature, the re-
lation between Sufism and literature, the history of
Turkish-Islamic literature, and primary sources in the
field.

Department of Turkish Religious Music

The discipline of Turkish Religious Music refers
to a distinctive type of music composed by Muslims
in Turkish societies. It reflects the rich cultural and
musical synthesis that came into existence with the
Turkish embrace of Islam and its later developments.
It concerns various forms of music including mawlid,
salat, tawshih, na't, ilahi, and gasida. Each of these
forms contains Turkish religious motifs from Central
Asia to Anatolia and from the Seljugs to the Otto-
mans. Especially during Ottoman times, religious
music became a central part of daily religious rituals,
both within and outside of the mosque. The depart-
ment offers courses on the theoretical and practical
aspects of all these musical forms. In this context, the
department has a choir, the Turkish-Sufi Music Choir,
whose singers and players are all students in the Fac-
ulty. Their concerts are some of the Faculty’s most vi-
brant musical activities, and represent its artistic face.

LIBRARY

The library of the Faculty of Theology has
unique scholarly resources in diverse fields of
social and religious sciences. Over the years it has be-
come one of the largest libraries in Turkey in Islamic
and religious studies, with over 109,559 books and
numerous periodicals, all catalogued and classified
according to modern library practices. Users have
direct access to the library stacks and the library is
open to outside researchers in addition to Marmara
University faculty members and students.

The library building has two reading hall that can
serve up to 350 researchers at the same time. All ma-
terials in the library now have electronic records and
can easily be located through the University's online
catalogue. The library has free wireless Internet ac-
cess. There are several computers placed for public
use in various locations in the library. There are also
group study rooms in the library.

Manuscript Collection

The library of the Faculty of Theology houses a
priceless collection of about 1,635 volumes of Is-
lamic manuscripts. The manuscripts are written in
Arabic, Persian, and Ottoman Turkish, and cover a
wide range of subjects, especially Qur'anic exegesis,
hadith, Islamic law, kalam, and Sufism, but also Ara-
bic language and literature, Persian and Turkish liter-
ature, logic, philosophy, ethics, and various exact sci-
ences such as astronomy, mathematics, chemistry,
zoology, etc. All of the manuscripts, with the excep-
tion of some fragments, have been catalogued and

have bibliographic records in the online catalogue
of Marmara University. The manuscripts are stored in
a separate area of the library and are accessible by
written permission from the Dean'’s Office.

Libraries of Istanbul

Marmara University is a well-established and
prestigious university with high academic objec-
tives. In addition to the library of the Faculty of The-
ology, the University has a central library. Many other
faculties under Marmara University have their inde-
pendent library units. The university library also sub-
scribes to several electronic resources and databas-
es. A number of the faculty libraries, especially those
of the Faculty of Political Sciences and the Faculty of
Law house many sources that are relevant to Islamic
and Religious Studies.

Istanbul is a city that is enormously rich with
great libraries. No other city in the world can com-
pete with Istanbul in terms of holding unique man-
uscript collections in Islamic Studies. University and
public libraries are spread across the city and can be
found in almost every corner of the city.

Here at Marma-
ra University it is possible to see students from all
over the world who have joined our student body
to pursue undergraduate and graduate degrees in
various fields at one of the best universities in Turkey.
Throughout the University’s long history, there have
been innumerable international students who have
successfully completed their programmes at both
the undergraduate and graduate levels. Many of
these students have come from regions with close
historical and cultural ties to Turkey such as Balkan,
Central Asian, and Middle Eastern countries. The Fac-
ulty of Theology is currently hosting more than 150
international students from 37 countries in its pro-
grammes. The number of international students at
the Faculty has increased significantly in recent years.
In addition to these foreign students, the Faculty of
Theology has in the International Theology (Inter-
national Students) programme about 200 students
of Turkish descent who grew up in foreign, mostly
European, countries and who are citizens of those
countries. Their presence enriches the diversity of
the student body and enhances the international
character of the Faculty.

Many international delegations visit the Faculty
of Theology every year to exchange ideas and to
discuss the possibility of cooperation in projects.

Farabi Programme

The Farabi Program is a national exchange pro-
gram for the students and academic staff of all high-
er education institutions in Turkey.

This program is only available
to students in their second year of study or beyond,
and students may only participate in it once. Appli-
cations for the program are handled by the Marmara
University Office of the Farabi Program. Each Faculty
has a coordinator that can guide those interested in
the program.

Erasmus Programme

Marmara University students have the oppor-
tunity to benefit from the Erasmus Program. The
Erasmus program is a European Union education
and training programme that aims to increase the
quality of higher education in Europe by promoting
cooperation between higher education institutions
in the 32 participating countries. Partnerships and
mobility activities are financially supported by the
programme. Student and staff mobility and other
activities are run in Turkey by the Turkish National
Agency (www.ua.gov.tr).

formation). Each faculty has its own coordinator to
offer students and staff information on the Erasmus
Program and to help them through the application
process.
